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Cameroon stuck with lowest SPI.
Cameroon regrettably is only 116th rank in SPI this year, with a SPI equal to 45.51%
First of all, the Social Progress Index is to improve the quality of lives of people around the world. Social progress is determined as the capacity of a society to meet the basic human needs of its citizens, to allow citizens and communities to enhance, sustain the quality of their lives, and create the conditions for all individuals to reach their full potential.

On the other hand, the New Zealand gets the first rank in SPI this year. Why is there this huge difference with Cameroon? New Zealand is recognized by its high scores in the Opportunity and Foundations of Wellbeing Dimensions, and they do their best in the Basic Humans Need Dimension.

Unfortunately, although in the Basic Human Needs Dimension, Cameroon has a rate of 44.13% which is above the average, it has some relative weakness in this dimension which is the most important in Rural vs urban access to improved water source which is 30,84%. Then about the Foundations of Wellbeing Dimension, Cameroon has a rate of 53.73% and has also some relative weakness like a bad life expectancy and non-communicable disease deaths between the ages of 30 and 70 reaching 66.06%. However, there is also a bit of relative strengths in the Opportunity Dimension, in the Personal Freedom and Choice; as Freedom over life choices, Freedom of religion, Tolerance and Inclusion too reaching 60.37% and 49.80%, like a better Tolerance for immigrants and regrettably some relative weakness in this dimension about the Personal Rights reaches 25.43%. This is so sad for Cameroon, it’s a country which doesn’t deserve such a low rate, and this is despairing with lots of problems such as poverty and inequality! 
I think Cameroon needs to do better, and improve in the dimensions of Opportunity, and Basic Human needs because their citizens deserve better.
For my part, I think the SPI is a good measurement of social progress, it’s helping by the search for common liberties and equality of citizens, and includes all the advances that affect the improvement of the living conditions of humans. Above all, SPI is associated to the living conditions of human beings in the modern society, and helps by improving freedom of choice and opinion; it also plays a part in the democratization and transparency of institutional powers.
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
